	6. (a)
Summary of what the rule says and the effect of the rule on those regulated:

The existing rules in Env-Wq 1400, “Shoreland Protection”, implement RSA 483-B, the Comprehensive Shoreland Protection Act (“CSPA”).  The CSPA protects the State’s surface waters by placing certain restrictions on activities conducted within 250 feet of the water’s edge.  As a result of public input, in 2005 the Legislature established a commission to study the CSPA and its implementing rules.  As a result of the work of the commission, revisions to the CSPA were enacted into law in July 2007, to become effective on April 1, 2008.  The revisions to the CSPA created a new “waterfront buffer”, clarified some of the statutory limitations on activities within the protected shoreland, and added a requirement to obtain a permit prior to engaging in certain activities in the protected shoreland.  The revisions to the existing rules thus are primarily intended to establish the procedures and criteria for shoreland permits and to otherwise reflect the statutory changes.

Any political subdivision(s), citizen(s) of the state, or independently owned business(es) who owns property within the protected shoreland and wishes to develop or redevelop the property, including removing trees or saplings from the waterfront buffer, will be affected by these rules.
